ILLUSTRATION 
 
 15 Illustrations in one of the following categories:  
 

o EDITORIAL (magazines illustration literal or conceptual)  
o BOOK (western, science fiction, romance, gothic, adventure, classics)  
o CHILDREN’S BOOK (fiction or non-fiction)  
o GRAPHIC NOVEL (comic book pages)  
o ADVERTISING ILLUSTRATION (product illustration)
